
Choreography Competition Entry Form

Rules
1. You can enter only two solos, two duets, as well as a group.
2. No dance should be longer than 1 ½  mins (group 2 mins)
3. The dances will be judged on suitability of dance to music, creativity (the more inventive the 

better!), costume and choreographic content.
4. The dance should fall into one of these categories: Tap, Ballet, Modern or Jazz (singing is 

allowed if it fits the dance)
5. The age of the competitors is taken from 1st March. For group entries the age is taken from 

the eldest member.
6. Entries should be in no later than Sunday 5th March 2017
7. Entries will cost £2.50 per person per dance (this is to cover hall fees, medals and cups etc)
8. There will be a Bronze, Silver and Gold Award in each section (awarded to the choreographer 

of that dance) and ONE overall winner who wins two lessons a week free for the summer 
term. Please state clearly the choreographer’s name, as there can only be ONE overall 
winner.

9. In any group dance there should be a maximum of 2 choreographers.
